
 Why We Walk 
 Many years ago, when I was 
in grade school, my parents 
pulled me out of classes for a 
day to attend a citywide rally in 
support of the Soviet Refusnik 
community.  For purposes of 
this story, you need to under-
stand that my parents didn't let 
me miss school for anything:  
not illness (barring high fever); 
not vacation; not for anything.  I 
was therefore delighted and sur-
prised to have a voluntary ab-
sence from school, though this 
quickly turned into abject terror 
when my parents charged me 
with the responsibility of noti-
fying my teacher – a rather 
strict disciplinarian – that I 
would be missing a day of 
classes.  I approached Ms. O 
with no small measure of trepi-
dation, told her what little I 
knew about the plight of Soviet 
Jews and why I would be miss-
ing school.  She let me prattle 
on without interruption, paused 
a moment when I finished, then 
delivered her verdict.  "Well of 
course you will be in school 
that day," she coolly intoned 
before turning to more compel-
ling business at hand, "you just 
won't be with your class." 
 I think of that brief encounter 
every year, as the Walk with 
Israel approaches on the calen-
dar.  On that day, always on a 

Sunday (this year on May  

3), our Sunday School recesses 
so that our students, faculty and 
administrators may participate in 
the Walk.  Our school doors may 
be closed, our students may not 
be with their classes, but school 
is very much in session at the 
Walk: it's a living lesson on the 
need to support Eretz Yisrael, on 
the joys of celebrating our com-
munity and on the responsibili-
ties of living a proud Jewish life.  
In preparation for this living les-
son, I thought I would present 
the following pop quiz, with my 
own answers provided.  This is 
no answer key; each of us must 
provide our own unique re-
sponse.  I hope to see you and 
your family on the Walk, where 
we can discuss your own an-
swers. 
 

 Why do we Walk? 
  We Walk to celebrate the liv-
ing miracle of Israel, the promise 
and hope for Jews everywhere.  
We Walk as a living testament to 
the visionary daring and courage 
of many who dedicated their 
lives, some ended prematurely, 
to the establishment and preser-
vation of the State of Israel. 

We Walk to celebrate the liv-
ing experiment of America, a 
land of religious liberty, a land 
where people proudly and peace-
ably assemble to honor their 
faith and heritage.  We Walk 
because we are free, and we are 
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free because we Walk. 
 We Walk because our 
friends count our numbers as 
we Walk; they draw comfort 
from our strength; they rely 
on our support.  We Walk 
because our enemies also 
count our numbers as we 
Walk; they hope in vain, year 
after year, that our numbers, 
and our passions, will dimin-
ish. 
 We Walk simply to cele-
brate, to have fun, to bump 
into people you otherwise 
wouldn’t normally see, to re-
discover, once again, how 
small, yet how vital, the Jew-
ish community is. 
 We Walk for our children, 
so they can see, hear and ex-
perience the beauty and diver-
sity of the Jewish community 
of Chicago, so they can un-
derstand what it means, in 
part, to be a committed Jew 
today. 
 We Walk for our ancestors, 
to remember their sacrifices, 
loss and victories in 1948, 
1956, 1967 and 1973. 
 We Walk for ourselves, to 
remind ourselves in some 
small way of who we are, and 
what is required of us.

The Last Seder 
Sixty five years ago, Elie Wiesel and his family 
sat down to what was to be their last family seder 
together in the small town of Sighet in German 
occupied Hungary whose large Jewish commu-

nity had,until March,1944, been spared. Following 
is an account of that last Passover meal gleaned 
from the writings of Elie Wiesel: 
“It was the first night of Passover. Our household, 
brightly lit, was preparing to celebrate the festival 
of freedom. My mother and my two older sisters 
were bustling about the kitchen, the youngest was 
setting the table. Father had not yet returned from 
the synagogue. I was upset: we were going to 
partake of the ritual meal with only just the family, 
and I would have preferred having a guest as in 
preceding years. I recovered my good mood when 
the door opened and father appeared, accompanied 
by a poorly dressed, shivering, timid stranger. 
Father had approached him in the street with the 
customary phrase: “Let him who is hungry come 
eat with us.”...Happy, my little sister set another 
place...Father blessed the wine, washed his hands 
and prepared to tell us, according to custom of the 
exploits of our ancestors, their flight from Egypt, 
their confrontation with God and their destiny. 
“I’m not hungry,” our guest said suddenly. “But 
I’ve something to say to you.” 
“Later, my father answered, a bit surprised. 
“I haven’t time. It’s already late.” 
It was 1944. The German army had just occupied 
the region. In Budapest the fascists had seized 
power. The eastern front was barely thirty kilome-
ters from our home. We could hear the cannon fire

night not different from other nights? Why this 
continuity of suffering?And why us, always us? 
And God, why doesn’t He intervene? Where is 
the miracle?  What is God waiting for?  When 
is God going to put Himself between us and the 
executioners?” And then, as soon as one of us 
opened his mouth, our guest would cut him 
short: 
“Your concern yourselves with a past that’s 
three thousand years old and turn away from 
the present: Pharaoh is not dead, open your 
eyes and see, he is destroying our people. 
Moses is dead, yes, Moses is dead, but not 
Pharaoh: he is alive, he’s on the way, soon he’ll 
be at the gates of this city, at the door of this 
house: are you sure you’ll be spared?”... 
I listened to our guest and kept wondering: who 
is he? what does he want? I thought him sick 
and unhappy, perhaps mad. It was not until 
later that I understood: he was the prophet 
Elijah. And if he bore little resemblance to the 
Elijah of the Bible or to the prophet of my 
dreams, it is because each generation begets a 
prophet is its own image...I maintain that the 
guest was Elijah. Moreover, I had proof of this 
soon afterward. 
The moment in the seder came to pay solemn 
tribute to the prophet. My little sister left the 
table and started towards the door when our 
guest suddenly cried out, “No! little girl, come 
back! I’ll open the door myself!” Whereupon 
he leaped out and left the door wide open. 

and, at night, the sky on the other side of the 
mountains turned red. We thought that the war 
was coming to an end, that liberation was near, 
that like our ancestors, we were living our last 
hours in bondage. 
Jews were being abused i n the streets. Our rabbi 
was compelled to sweep the sidewalk. Our dear 
Hungarian neighbors were shouting, “Death to the 
Jews.” But our optimism remained unshakable. It 
was simply a question of holding out for a few 
days, for a few weeks. The the front would shift 
and once again the God of Abraham would save 
His people, as always at the last moment, when all 
seems lost... 
But our guest did not see things that way...”Close 
your books!”he shouted. “All that is ancient his-
tory. Listen to me instead.” We politely concealed 
our impatience. In a trembling voice, he began to 
describe the sufferings of Israel in the hour of 
punishment: the massacre of the Jewish commu-
nity of Kolomai and then that of Kamenetz Po-
dolsk, horrors of which we were unaware. 
Father let him speak, then resumed the ancient tale 
as though nothing had happened. My little sister 
asked the traditional four questions...”Why and in 
what way is this n ight different from all other 
nights?” “Because we were slaves under Pharaoh, 
but on this night God made us free men.” Discon-
tent with both the question and the answer, our 
guest repeated them in his own way: “Why is this 

Standing, our glasses in our hands, we waited, 
petrified, for him to come back!” Si-
lence...Mother murmured: 
“Where can he be hiding? Why?” My sisters 
and I went out into the street as far as the cor-
ner: no one. I started shouting, “Has anyone 
seen a foreign Jew with a stooped back?”...My 
father shouted one last time, “Friend, come 
back! Come back, we’ll listen to you.” “He 
can’t hear you anymore,” I said. “He’s a long 
way off by now.”  Our hearts heavy, we re-
turned to the seder table...The ceremony was 
coming to an end, and we did not dare look at 
one another. Father raised his glass one last 
time and we repeated after him: “Next year in 
Jerusalem.” None of us could know that this 
was our last Passover meal as a family. 
I saw our guest again a few weeks later. The 
first convoy was being deported from the 
ghetto; he was in it. He seemed more at ease 
than his companions, as if he had already taken 
this route a thousand time. Men, women and 
children, all of them carrying bundles on their 
backs, blankets, valises. He alone was empty-
handed. 
Today, I know what I did not know then: at the 
end of a long trip that was to las t four days and 
three nights he got out in a railway station, 
somewhere in Silesia, where his fiery chariot 
was waiting to carry him up to the heavens: is 
that not proof enough that he was the prophet 
Elijah?”

President’s Report:  Year-End Appeal
With great pride and optimism, I am pleased to report the remarkable results of the 2008 Am 

Yisrael Year-End Appeal.   Our congregation, once again, has shown steadfast generosity and 
commitment to Am Yisrael, raising more than $73,000 in the face of unprecedented economic turmoil.   
We are deeply grateful for this strong showing of support.

 The results of this Year-End Appeal show dramatic success in several important measurements. 
The gross raise represents a 34% increase over last year’s record setting Year-End Appeal.  This 
increased giving came from a significant broadening of our donor base.  The total number of 
contributing member families increased 28% over last year.

Mekhirat Hametz  
(The Selling of Hametz) 

 
All Hametz not destroyed and stored away must be sold to a person who is not  
obligated to refrain from using it, since one cannot derive any benefit from Hametz 
which has been kept by a Jew during Pesach. Tradition provides us with a process 
called Mekhirat Hametz—the selling of hametz.  Originally, this process was devised 
for those Jews in the food or liquor business with substantial quantities of hametz.  
To avoid serious financial loss, Mekhirat Hametz originated to allow the sale of 
hametz to a non-Jew.  It is an example of how Jewish law can respond in a humane 
way to a problem created by its own legal system. 
 
Because it is complicated, the sale is usually done through a rabbi, who acts as your 
agent in the transaction.  The rabbi needs an authorization from you, which should 
be in writing but if necessary can be by phone.  If you would like to sell your hametz, 
please fill out the form below and return it to the synagogue office by Wed. April 1.  
Once you  have returned the form to the synagogue, you need to pack all your 
hametz away, out of sight until after the holiday.  No other action is necessary.  A 
donation to the congregation is acceptable at this time, but is absolutely not a  
requirement.  You may mail, fax or email your authorization form.  The fax number is 
847/446-7202.

Pesach Guide 
 The Jewish Festival of Pesach is celebrated on the 15th of Nisan, which corresponds this year to April 9. It commemorates Is-
rael’s miraculous deliverance from Egyptian slavery imposed upon them by the Pharaohs.    
 The festival is celebrated as “The Season of our Freedom,” Zeman Herutenu.  Traditionally, the first two days and last two days 
of Passover are observed as full holidays and the four intermediate days are known as Hol Ha-moed.  Because our congregation follows 
the Israeli calendar and its provision for a seven day holiday, we observe the first day and seventh day as full holidays. 
 On the first two nights, a special home ceremony, the Seder, is observed and is a reminder of the Passover meal and the offering 
of the paschal lamb during the days of the Temple.  The Seder has become a very colorful and solemn religious ritual, symbolizing as 
well, the hope for the ultimate redemption. 
 Among the most interesting aspects of the Seder is the emphasis on children’s participation. 
 The Festival of Pesach is called Hag ha Matzot, the Festival of Unleavened Bread, since only Matzah and other unleavened food 
are traditionally permitted to be eaten during the eight days of the Festival.  This is done in commemoration of the Matzot that the Israel-
ites baked in haste in preparation for their deliverance from Egyptian bondage. 
 Pesach has left an indelible impression on Jewish memory.  Apart from its observance in the synagogue, Pesach has a unique 
place in the Jewish home because of the changed atmosphere in the home during the week of Passover. 
 This atmosphere is created each year by the traditional practice of thoroughly cleansing the home in all its parts and by the re-
moval of all Hametz or Leaven in preparation for the welcome of Pesach; also through the meticulous avoidance of the use of Hametz or 
leaven throughout the Passover days, both at home and when away. 
 The term Hametz or Leaven is applied not only to foods the use of which is to be avoided during Pesach, but also to the dishes 
and utensils in which food is prepared or served during Pesach except as herein indicated. 
 

PROHIBITED FOODS 
     leavened breads    wheat  
     cakes     barley 
     biscuits     oats 
     crackers     spelt 
     cereal     rye 
      coffees containing cereal derivatives 
    all liquids containing ingredients or flavors made from grain alcohol 
 

Most Ashkenazic authorities have added the following foods (kitniyot) to the above list:

     corn   legumes (beans and peas, however string beans are permitted) 
 

Consult the rabbi regarding corn sweeteners, corn oil, soy oil. 
 

PERMITTED FOODS 
A. The following foods require no kosher l’Pesach label if purchased prior to Pesach: 
unopened packages or containers of natural coffee without cereal additives (However, be aware that coffees produced by General Foods 
are not kosher for Passover unless marked KP) 
     sugar     milk 
     pure tea     butter 
     salt (not iodized)    cottage cheese 
     pepper     cream cheese 
     natural spices    baking soda 
     ripened cheeses such as cheddar (hard), muenster (semi-soft) and Camembert (soft) 
     frozen fruit juices with no additives  frozen (uncooked) fruit (with no additives) 
     frozen (uncooked) vegetables (for legumes see above)  
 
B. The following foods require no kosher l’Pesach label if purchased before or during Pesach: 
     Fresh fruits and vegetables (for legumes see above) 
   eggs    fresh fish    fresh meat 
 
C. The following foods require a kosher l’Pesach label if purchased before or during Pesach: 
All baked products (matzah, cakes, matzah flour, farfel, matzah meal,any products containing matzah) 
     canned or bottled fruit juices  oils 
     canned tuna    dried fruits 
     wine     candy 
     vinegar     chocolate flavored milk 
     liquor     ice cream 
     yogurt      soda 



D. The following processed foods (canned, bottled or frozen) require a kosher l’Pesach label if purchased during Pesach: 
     milk   milk products 
     butter   spices 
     juices   coffee 
     vegetables  tea 
     fruit   fish 
     as well as all foods listed in category “C”

DETERGENTS 
If permitted during the year, powdered and liquid detergents do not require a kosher l’Pesach label. 
 
MEDICINE 
Since hametz binders are used in many pills, the following guidelines should be followed: 
If the medicine is required for life sustaining therapy, it may be used on Pesach.  If it is not for life sustaining therapy, some authorities 
permit, while others prohibit. Consult the rabbi.  In all cases, capsules are preferable. 
 
KASHERING OF UTENSILS 
The process of kashering utensils depends on how the utensils are used.  According to halakhah, leaven can be purged from a utensil by 
the same process in which it was absorbed in the utensil (ke-voleo kakh poleto). Therefore, utensils used in cooking are kashered by 
boiling,those used in broiling are kashered by fire and heat, and those used only for cold food are kashered by rinsing. 
 
A. Earthenware (china, pottery, etc.): May not be kashered. However, fine translucent chinaware which has not been used for over a 
year may be used if scoured and cleaned in hot water. 
B. Metal (wholly made of metal):  UTENSILS USED IN FIRE (spit, broiler) must first be thoroughly scrubbed and cleansed and then 
made as hot as possible.  Those used for cooking or eating (silverware, pots) must be thoroughly scrubbed and cleaned and completely 
immersed in boiling water.  Pots should have water boiled in them which will overflow the rim.  The utensils should not be used for a 
period of at least 24 hours between the cleaning and the immersion in boiling water.  Metal baking utensils cannot be kashered. 
C. Ovens and ranges: Every part that comes in contact with food must be thoroughly scrubbed and cleaned.  Then oven and range 
should be heated as hot as possible for a half hour.  If there is a broil setting, use it.  Self-cleaning ovens should be scrubbed and 
cleaned and then put through the self-cleaning cycle.  Continuous cleaning ovens must be kashered in the same manner as regular ov-
ens. 
Microwave ovens: which do not cook the food by means of heat, should be cleaned and then a cup of water should be placed inside.  
Then the oven should be turned on until the water disappears.  A microwave oven that has a browning element cannot be kashered for 
Pesach. 
D. Glassware: Authorities disagree as to the method for kashering drinking utensils.  One opinion requires soaking in water for three 
days, changing the water every 24 hours.  The other opinion requires only a thorough scrubbing before Pesach, or putting them through 
a dishwasher. 
E. Dishwasher: After not using the machine for a period of 24 hours, a full cycle with detergent should  be run. 
F. Electrical appliances: If the parts that come into contact with hametz are removable, they can be kashered in the appropriate ways 
(if metal, follow rules for metal utensils).  If the parts are not removable, the appliance cannot be kashered.  ( All exposed parts should 
be thoroughly cleaned.) 
G Tables, closets and counters: If used with hametz, they should be thoroughly cleaned and covered, and then they may be used. 
H. Kitchen sink:  A metal sink can be kashered by thoroughly cleaning and then pouring boiling water over it.  A porcelain sink should 
be cleaned and a sink rack used.  If, however, dishes are to be soaked in a porcelain sink, a dish basin must be used. 
I. Hametz and non-Passover utensils:   Non-Passover dishes, pots and hametz  whose ownership has been transferred, should be sepa-
rated, locked up or covered and marked in order to prevent accidental use. 
 

Bedikat Hametz—Search for Hametz  
(Tues. evening, April 7. Burning hametz: Wed. morning April 8) 

On the 14th of Nisan, at night, the traditional search for Hametz takes place.  The symbolic search serves as the last chance for discovering any hidden 
pockets of Hametz in your household.  Ten pieces of bread are placed around the house. A blessing is recited before the search commences. Take a 
feather, paintbrush or rolled up napkin and brush the crumbs into your covered hand.  Cover your hand with a napkin. (You don’t want to touch the 
bread).  Search the darkened room by candle or flashlight.  The Hametz is collected, piece by piece, with the feather and the spoon, and then disposed 
of (usually by burning) with other Hametz the next morning.  After the conclusion of the Bedikah, a declaration is recited, averring that Hametz in 
one’s possession is null and void. 
Procedure: 
1. Place breadcrumbs 
2. Light candle 
3. Recite blessing: Baruch atah adonay eloheinu melech haolam asher kidshuanu b’mitzvotav  v’tzivanu al biur chametz. 
Blessed are You, Lord our God, King of the Universe, who has made us holy with Your commandments and commanded us concerning the removal of Hametz. 
4. Search 
5. Recite declaration: All Hametz in my possession which I have not seen or removed, is hereby nullified and ownerless as the dust of the earth.
